	Due to limited extra-curricular sport in partnership first schools’, we created a link with the CSLA award. After approaching the first schools, they were receptive to the idea of Kevi sixth formers leading generic sports clubs at the first school site. We inaugurated four after-school clubs for Year 3/4 pupils, based at All Saints, Morpeth first, Abbeyfields and Stobhillgate.


What were your objectives?

	· To increase extra-curricular (OSHL) sport participation within partnership first schools’.

· To enhance the CSLA award, through accredited voluntary time via a partnership school link. 

· To increase the number of qualified leaders and who can then be deployed within SSP festivals.


What did you do?

	The CSLA award, was re-inaugurated at Kevi High school via the SSCO. A weekly lunchtime session for 45mins, runs from Sept.- May. As part of the course, students are required to complete a minimum of ten hours of Leadership experience. After discussion, with PE Co-ordinators/Heads at partnership first schools’ we established OSHL extra-curricular sports clubs at the first school site, which Kevi VI form leaders’ run and organise.

The clubs are supervised by the first school PE co-ordinator and monitored by the SSCO. In 2007, we intend to run a CSLA Top link festival at the Riverside leisure centre for the Morpeth family of first schools

	From a leadership perspective:

· Kevi VI form, Csla students are consistently, displaying high standards and projecting a favourable image as a leader and of the High school.

· Kevi VI form. Csla students are taking active steps to improve their personal competence.

· Kevi VI form, Csla students through their leadership are providing KS2 pupils opportunities for enjoyment, challenge, achievement and therefore growth of self-esteem.

· Kevi VI form, Csla students are working as part of small teams to plan and organise sporting activities.

· KS2 pupils’ are improving their generic motor skills in a OSHL environment..

· KS2 pupils’ are being offered the opportunity to take part in OSHL sport.

· KS2 pupils’ participation in informal, fun activities is increasing.

· PE co-ordinators, are observing and gathering new ideas for delivery.

· KS2 pupils are embracing an active and healthy lifestyle.

· KS2 pupils are gaining festival/competitive experience on completion of club sessions.


Why did you succeed?

	The CSL partnership with first schools has proved an undoubted success. Through having clear lines of communication, with the schools’ and being flexible toward organisation of club nights all parties have embraced the concept.

The CSL pupils’ are provided with ideas/training, prior to delivery and recognise the children are the centre of the process along with their leadership development.




What difficulties did you encounter and how did you overcome them?

	The only difficulties in establishing the scheme, was ensuring the club could be staffed/supervised by the first school and scheduling the club night on a convenient week-night.
