
Terms and conditions of participation
Northumbrian Water will use reasonable endeavours to notify participants of the cancellation or re-scheduling 
of 'Walk for life' (“the Event”), but this cannot be guaranteed.  It is the responsibility of the participant to 
ascertain whether the Event has been cancelled or re-scheduled and the date and time of any 
re-scheduled Event.

There is no minimum sponsorship requirement to take part in the Event. However, should you not be able to 
attend for any reason the registration fee is non-refundable. 

Parking for the Event is allocated to each vehicle therefore it is essential to complete your vehicle details on 
the registration form. This will ensure you have a parking space for your party when you arrive at the Event. 
You will receive a parking pass with your confirmation pack which you must bring with you on the day. 
Vehicles without a parking permit will not be admitted. Northumbrian Water cannot be held responsible for 
any parking passes that are lost or stolen.

Wheelchair users  - the Event has been adapted to accommodate wheelchair users where possible. However, 
as the Event is an outdoor experience within a natural forest setting, we need to make such participants 
aware of the existence of natural hazards such as tree stumps, and the possibility of muddy conditions etc, as 
a result of the weather and the outdoor conditions. Our employees are happy to assist where possible, but 
please highlight any special requirements during the booking process.  

Participants with impaired mobility or who are elderly may find some parts of the walk difficult to access. 
Please contact us for more details. 

Participants must comply with all relevant safety announcements and these terms and conditions whilst 
attending the Event. Breach of any of these conditions or any unacceptable behaviour likely to cause damage, 
nuisance or injury shall entitle Northumbrian Water’s employees and marshals to eject participants from the 
Event. In addition, you will not be allowed on the Event if you appear to be under the influence of alcohol or 
other intoxicating substances.

Children under the age of 16 must be accompanied by an adult over the age of 18.

The Event is based in the forest which can become muddy during wet weather; this should be considered for 
the use of wheelchairs and pushchairs. 

Participants are advised to bring suitable warm, waterproof clothing including, hats, gloves, and suitable 
footwear such as wellies or boots. The weather can be very changeable so please come prepared with a 
change of clothes.

Due to the remote location a mobile phone signal is not guaranteed. Marshals will be positioned 
approximately every two miles along the route. If you drop out of the Event for any reason, you must notify 
a marshal.

The only animals allowed on the Event are dogs for the disabled.

Participants are advised to take precautions on the walk as within the area there is a wide variety of animals, 
including deer and adders. Please respect the countryside and try to avoid disturbing these creatures where 
possible by staying away from them should you happen to encounter any. You are also advised to use 
repellants to deter midges from biting. Although we believe that adequate safety provisions have been made 
in the circumstances, participants take part in the Event at their own risk and Northumbrian Water and 
WaterAid will not accept liability for any injury or loss that may occur as a result of your participation. 

Participants should seek medical advice from their general practitioner if they are in any doubt as to their 
physical ability to participate in the Event.

Northumbrian Water accepts no liability for the damage or loss of property whilst attending the Event.

All personal data is managed in accordance with appropriate UK and European data protection and freedom 
of information legislation.

The walk
Northumbrian WaterAid’s ‘Walk for 
life’, supported by ITV Tyne Tees, 
takes place on Sunday 12 October 
2008 at Kielder Water & Forest Park 
in Northumberland.

The sponsored walk will take you 
7.6 miles along the new Lakeside 
Way, providing you with stunning 
unspoilt views of Kielder Water and 
the surrounding countryside, along 
with opportunities for viewing some 
of the abundant wildlife.

The walk will start at the Kielder 
Dam, following the shoreline of 
Kielder Water to the finishing line 
at Leaplish Waterside Park.

‘Walk for life’ is suitable for all ages 
and great for walking in a group or 
with family and friends to raise 
money for WaterAid, or your chosen 
charity. The Lakeside Way is a 
multi-user trail and is suitable for 
people who wish to take part in 
the event with pushchairs 
and wheelchairs.

The charities
The aim of ‘Walk for life’ is to raise 
money for WaterAid, the UK’s only 
major charity dedicated exclusively to 
the provision of safe domestic water, 
sanitation and hygiene education to 
the world’s poorest people. 

A WaterAid sponsorship form will be 
enclosed with your confirmation pack 
after you have registered. 
Alternatively you can choose to raise 
money for your own charity. You can 
do this by contacting them directly 
for a sponsorship form. Please return 
all of your sponsorship money within 
four weeks of completion of 
the event. 

The money
To take part in ‘Walk for life’, the 
entry fee for adults is £15.00 and 
£7.50 for children under the age of 
16, who must be accompanied by an 
adult over the age of 18. Children 
under 2 years of age can take part 
free of charge but will not receive a 
t-shirt or goodie bag.

£10.00 from every adult entry fee 
and £2.50 from every child entry fee 
will go directly to WaterAid. The 
remainder will cover the running of 
the event.

Participants have a legal responsibility 
to ensure all charity sponsorship 
money/donations received are paid to 
WaterAid or to their chosen charity.

Closing date for registration is 
26 September 2008 or sooner if 
all available places are booked.

Please ensure you complete your 
vehicle details on the registration 
form so you are allocated a parking 
space and pass which you will need 
for the day. We recommend that you 
car share where possible to enable 
the maximum number of walkers to 
take part. 

On the day
'Walk for life' will start at 10.00am. 
Please ensure you leave plenty of time 
for your journey and arrive on site by 
9.30am. The venue details, directions, 
parking information and additional 
information about the walk will be 
provided with your 
confirmation pack.

On completion 
of the walk a 
goodie bag is 
available which 
will include, 
amongst other 
things, a 
'Walk for life' 
t-shirt and medal 
for all paying participants.
